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^V World authority in child welfare re­
search and education, Dr. David Fanshel 
will visit Australia during July 1976, at 
the invitation of the Children's Welfare 
Association of Victoria. 

Since 1965, Dr. Fanshel has held the 
post of Professor of the Columbia Uni­
versity School of Social Work where his 
time has been divided between research 
teaching in the Master's and Doctoral 
program, and the direction of a large-
scale research program on the foster care 
of children in New York City. 

In a distinguished career, Dr. Fanshel 
has held positions as Research Director 
for the Family and Children's Service 
(Pennsylvania) and the Child Welfare 
League of America (New York). 

His major research contributions to 
the field of child care include —

In extending its invitation to Dr. Fan­
shel, the Association aims to focus pub­
lic attention on child welfare issues in 
Victoria during the latter part of 1976. 
Dr. Fanshel will be in Australia from 
18th July to 7th August, and it is antici­
pated that his visit will coincide with the 
conclusion of the Child Care Enquiry 
being conducted in Victoria. 

The major activities planned for the 
visit include the Annual Child Care 
Conference, "All Care and No Respon­
sibility", and Child Care Qeek which is 
held in the first week of August. 

In addition, planning is underway for 
various public lectures and television 
programs. 

While it is envisaged that Dr. Fanshel 
will also be utilised for consultation with 
Government Departments and Univer­
sity lectures, provision does exist for 
limited engagements interstate.
