We asked Peter Gough to give 
us his impressions of the new 
Pentax K1000. 

He chose his favourite subject 
and blazed away. 

This is how he felt. 
"My first reaction was that 

nothing much has changed, it's a 
Pentax — / like Pentax equipment 
— and that's that. When I used it 
though, I noticed theyve been 
doing some thinking. About the 

little things. For a start, they've eliminated the 
meter switch. Switching meters on and off is 
one of those little things that get on your 
nerves, especially when you're taking a lot of 
pictures ". 

On the Kl 000, the meter switches itself on 
when you take the lens cap off. One less 
switch to fiddle with. 

"Another thing is the metering system 
itself. The lens stays at Ml aperture when 
you're taking a reading".
